***Brownsea - First Year Camper Program***
The Brownsea Program is the perfect program for new Scouts or those just crossing over. Brownsea is intended for
first year campers who are working toward earning Tenderfoot, Second Class, and First Class. A Scout that has
already earned the rank of First Class would be better suited enrolling in a complete Merit Badge schedule, even if
this is their first year at summer camp.

Nature Merit Badge - There is a very close connection between the soil, the plants, and all animal life, including
people. Understanding this connection, and the impact we have upon it, is important to preserving the wilderness,
as well as to our own well-being as members of the web of nature.
